Community, the Grand Traverse Band of Ottawa and Chippewa Indians, the Little River Band of Ottawa Indic
the Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians, and the Sault Ste Marie Tribe of Chippewa Indians) retain ri
to fish for commercial and subsistence purposes in vast areas of Lakes Michigan, Superior and Huron.

Historically, fishing played a central role ithe spiritual and cultural framework of Native American life. As the
Supreme Court noted, access to fish and wildlife was "not much less necessary to the existence of the Indiar
the atmosphere they breathedUnited States v. Winansl98 U.S. 371, &L (1905).

Not only are the Great Lakes fish culturally important to the Tribes, these communities depend upon the Gre:
Lakes fisheries resources for their livelihood#n fact, the Tribes have a property right in these fish that is
paramount to the iterests of the States by virtue of the supremacy clause (Article VI, clause 2) of the Constitt
Treaty-reserved rights to access traditional fishing areas and catch fish are property rights protected by the U
