Everyone is invited to participate in the Third
Annual Cherry Capital Winter WonderFest!
The festival is a four-day wintertime
celebration chock-full of fun for all ages in
the Cherry Capital of the World, Traverse
City, over President’s Day Weekend,
February 13-16, 2009.

With a portion of the proceeds going to
Special Olympics Michigan, a $10 button
allows festival-goers to take advantage
of a diverse roster of indoor and outdoor
activities at three venues in the Traverse
City area: Grand Traverse Resort & Spa,
Downtown Traverse City, and Mt. Holiday
Ski & Recreation Area.

Event Overview

The Third Annual Cherry Capital Winter
WonderFest is a four-day outdoor winter
festival held in and around Traverse City,
February 13-16, 2009. There are a variety
of family-friendly activities for the public to
enjoy, including horse-drawn sleigh rides,
snowmobile rides and several kids’ games.

Many of the festival activities take place

at Grand Traverse Resort & Spa with
additional activities held in Downtown
Traverse City and at Mt. Holiday Ski &
Recreation Area. In the inaugural year,
2007, Grand Traverse Resort & Spa was the
sole venue. In 2008, Downtown Traverse
City was added as a second venue. We are
very pleased to welcome Mt. Holiday Ski

& Recreation Area as an exciting new third
venue in 2009!

Admission to the majority of festival
activities requires the purchase of a $10
festival button with a portion of the proceeds
being given to Special Olympics Michigan
at the conclusion of the festival. (NOTE:
Children 10 years and younger are admitted
free and do not receive a button.)

The Cherry Capital Winter WonderFest is
an exciting entertainment opportunity for
visitors and area residents as it drives mid-
winter tourism to the area and provides a
fund-raising mechanism for a Michigan-
based non-profit organization. It's a win-win
for everyone involved!

Northwoods Room: This 1,336-square
foot room, housed in the former location of the
Northwoods Christmas store, is available for
groups up to 20 people to meet in a high-end
executive boardroom.

Manitou Room: This 1,004 square foot
room, named after the Manitou Islands of Lake
Michigan, is housed in the former Michigan
Seasons gift shop.

Guests can enjoy the
pool table, large screen TV with Wii game
console and built-in bar. The room offers casual
comfortable seating and tables for cards and
conversation.

The meeting rooms may be rented
together or individually and offer unique settings
compared to tradition meeting spaces.

and full audio-visual services are also available.

Located along Lake Michigan’s Grand
Traverse Bay, the 900-acre Grand Traverse
